The Saturn Pluto opposition which is the major planetary aspect operating across the world right now reaches its peak heliocentricity on March 30th 2002. Mars at that time is exactly conjunct Saturn from the helio perspective. From the Earth view the opposition has three peaks which can be considered to be 'echoes' before and after in time of the helio opposition, on August 5th 2001, November 2nd 2001 (when the Moon occults Saturn) and May 26th 2002. This whole time period marks a period of difficult climax to the current Saturn Pluto cycle which started with their conjunction in August 1982 (in Libra). Previous cycles started in 1947, in Leo, and 1914-1915 (a triple conjunction at the time of the start of the first world war) in Cancer. The current cycle ends in 2020 with another conjunction, this time in Capricorn. The last opposition of the planetary pair occurred during 1965-1966 in Virgo/Pisces
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
