Speed loading pdf files
If you’d like to see Adobe Acrobat load quicker, there’s something you can do that will enhance the speed. 

Adobe loads extra plug-ins eveytime you open the software. You don’t need all those plug-ins. 

1. Launch Windows Explorer

2. Navigate to Program Files Folder (usually C:\Program Files)

3. Navigate to C:\Program Files\Adobe\Acrobat 5.0\Acrobat
4. Locate the folder called ‘Plug_ins’ 

5. Rename the folder ‘Plug_ins_NOT’ (without the apostrophes)

6. Create a new folder called ‘Plug_ins’ (without the apostrophes)

7. Inside the ‘Plug_ins_NOT’ folder copy 3 files to the new ‘Plug_ins’ folder. The files are called: 
a. EWH32.api

b. Printme.api 

c. Search.api

8. That’s it. If you need any of the plug-ins at a later date, just copy and paste them over to the ‘Plug_ins’ folder.
